NOTES

· Dual meets scheduled on a school day shall use the honor weigh in procedure. The Form 07-NYHonorWeigh in Form- Duals, signed by the Athletic Director or school Representative shall be submitted at the official weigh-in before the meet, the school representative must be the person who actually conducts the weigh-in. They cannot be a member of the wrestling staff
· Schools that do not want to comply with the above have the option to weigh-in at scratch weights, at the mandatory weigh-in with the other school, prior to the match. Coaches or members of the school’s wrestling staff may still be present at the honor weigh-in but may not be the one who announces the weight displayed on the scale. They can act as a recorder and write the weights down that are read by the Athletic Director or School Designated Representative.  Based on the above procedure, it is possible for one school to have an honor weigh-in and the other school to not have an honor weigh-in (if they cannot meet the required conditions for conducting them). In the event that one team has school on a school day and the opponent does not, Honor Weigh INS are allowed. Honor Weigh INS for non-school day, dual meet wrestling matches are not allowed.  Honor Weigh INS are not allowed for any Tournament (including Sectional Dual meet tournaments). 
·  50% RULE (ALL WRESTLERS) 
·  50% of the weigh ins during the season must be at the minimum weight a wrestler will wrestle during the NYSAIS qualifier.  An official weigh in counts towards the 50% rule whether an athlete competes or not, as long as the wrestler is eligible to compete and has made weight at both the honor (a.m.) weigh in (if used) and the mat side (p.m.) weigh in, or just the mat side (p.m.) weigh in if the honor (a.m.) weigh in is not used. 
·  a. The 50% rule applies to a wrestler’s total weigh in’s and not their actual bouts wrestled. Example: A wrestler weighs in 14 times for 14 different contests but actually only wrestles in 8 of the 14 contests. The wrestler must have made weight at the desired post season weight class 7 (or more) times (which is 50% of 14 actual weigh in’s) not 4 times (50% of the 8 contests actually wrestled). 
·  b. A wrestler who is not eligible to wrestle (academics, skin infection, etc) cannot weigh in. 
·  c. Once a wrestler has reached their 23-point limit they may no longer continue to weigh-in at additional contests so as to get additional weigh-ins to apply to their 50% rule. 
· d. If a wrestler’s name (with 23 points) appears on a weigh-in sheet then an ineligible wrestler has been entered. 
·  e. Once the NYSAIS qualifying tournament begins, the post season is considered to have begun. Any dual that is made up after that date will not count towards the 50% rule. These makeup duals (after post-season begins) will also not count for wins and losses for post-season seeding and the results should not be entered into Trackwrestling until after post-season has concluded. 
·  MAXIMUM NUMBER OF POINTS 
·  The maximum number of points a wrestler will be permitted is established by the NYSAISAA. For 2019-20 shall be 23 points. A contestant may not exceed the maximum number of points during the regular season. 
·  Multiple Dual Meet:   • Each individual competing in these events is charge one (1) point for each dual meet. 
·  Triangular Meet: Three (3) teams compete, with each team wrestling a dual meet against each of the other two teams at the same site.   • Each individual is charged two (2) points toward their dual meet schedule. 
·  Double Dual Meet: Three (3) (or more) teams compete, with each team wrestling a dual meet against two (2) of the other teams at the same site.  Each individual is charge two (2) points toward their dual meet schedule. 
·  Quadrangular Meet:  Four (4) teams compete, with each team match wrestling a dual meet against each other three (3) teams at the same site. Each individual is charge one (1) point for each match wrestled counting toward their dual meet schedule. 
·  Multi School Meet: Minimum of three (3) schools and twenty (20) wrestlers.
·  If the wrestler wrestles only one (1) opponent they are charged one (1) point.; if they wrestle more than one (1) opponent they are charged with two (2) points.  A maximum of four (4) multi school meets are allowed during the season. 
·  Individual Points: 
·  a. A dual meet will be assessed one point. Each match/ forfeit/ exhibition counts as 1 point toward the individual’s maximum, points.  
·  b. Tournaments will be assessed two points. Only six tournaments are permitted. -Of the six permitted tournaments: There is no limit on the number of individual bracketed tournaments. You may only attend a maximum of 2-twoday tournaments if the format of the two-day tournament is not an individual bracketed tournament. (Examples of two-day non-bracketed individual tournaments include: Dual meet tournaments and Individual Round robin, pooled, or combined tournaments). 
·  Example: An individual could attend 6 two-day individual bracketed tournaments. But if the individual attends 2 two-day tournaments that are not individual bracketed tournaments (such as a two-day round robin dual meet or individual tournament, a two-day pooled dual meet or individual tournament, or a two-day individual combined tournament) then their remaining 4 tournaments must be either two-day individual bracketed tournaments or 4 single day tournaments of any type. Example: An individual attended a two-day team dual meet tournament and a two-day individual round robin. This individual still can attend four more tournaments, but if any of them are two days, they can only be individual bracketed tournaments (such as Eastern States). Back to back tournaments are now disallowed. A minimum of two nights rest is required between tournaments. A tournament ends the day its finals are contested (not the day a wrestler is eliminated from it). Example: If a wrestler is entered in a 2 day tournament on Friday and Saturday and is eliminated from it on Friday, they cannot compete in another tournament on either Saturday or Sunday. The original tournament finals were held on Saturday, so two nights rest (Saturday and Sunday) are required before the next tournament can be entered.

 Participation in NYSAISAA or Federation Post Season play is a privilege. Certain criteria must be met in advance of Championship play. All issues related to deadlines, declarations, and fees will affect admission and selection. Failure to meet any criteria may disqualify schools from inclusion in post-season participation. The AEC oversees all eligibility decisions and appeals. (Dec./07) 

Declaration of Intent to Participate: 
  All schools on the Commissioner’s Regulation list that declared Federation is binding.    
 UPON DECLARING FOR THE FED QUALIFIER, SCHOOLS WILL BE AUTOMATICALLY LISTED UNDER NYSPHSAA ON TRACKWRESTLING.COM.
 This decision is final and cannot be reversed. 
 ALL WRESTLERS MUST BE WEIGHT CERTIFIED AND ENTERED NO LATER THAN WEDNESDAY, NOVEMBER 20, 2019 IN THEIR RESPECTIVE WEIGHT CLASS. 
 Deadline Date for Declaration of Intent and Individual Entry Form Submission 
 
 Deadline Date for Declaration of Intent Available on Athletic Portal began Thursday, September 26, 
· Step One: Wed, October 2, 2019 Initial on the space provided indicating intent to participate in the NYSAIS Championship. Note:  Eligibility of an athlete meeting the NYSAISAA (6) meet requirement is implied when you sign. 
· Step Two: (Optional, but binding):  Initial on the space provided indicating intent to declare your team as a Federation Qualifier. To be considered, your school must be on the list that mandates that you follow the Commissioner’s Regulations as it pertains to athletics AND you must register your wrestlers under NYSPHSAA on trackwrestling.com.  Note:  Declaring your team implies that each member of your varsity roster has or will meet the minimum standard of competing on six (6) scheduled contests, on six (6) different dates prior to the NYS Federation Championship to be eligible. 
· Step Three:  Provide information and signatures where requested. 
· Step Four: Send by email a scanned copy of the enclosed Declaration of Intent For pscoord@nysais.org, no later than Wednesday, October 2, 2019, 9:00 pm. 
The above should be completed by our meeting
 
· Mon., February 3, 2020 Step One:  Submit Electronically from the NYSAIS Website beginning Wednesday,  January 29, 2020 and no later than Monday, February 3, 2020, 5:00 p.m. the Qualifier Events Entry Form. (one submission for all declared events).      * A wrestler without submitted documentation will not be permitted to participate. 
· Step Two: (If declaring individual for Fed):  Indicate YES next to each wrestler’s name who is Fed declared.  No changes will be permitted in Fed declaration status after this deadline. 
 
 Championship Format: 
· The format will be a 16-person double elimination tournament.  A pigtail will be added to each weight class. The pigtail will be randomly assigned to non-seeded wrestlers (The Pigtail will be randomly placed on lines 9-16). 
· Results from all team participants will produce the overall NYSAISAA Team and Individual Champions.   Weight Classes:  99, 106, 113, 120, 126, 132, 138, 145, 152, 160, 170, 182, 195, 220, 285.  All weight classes will follow NFHS rules.  
· Schools will classify wrestlers based on weight rather than weight class. (2017). Schools will be permitted to enter two (2) athletes in a weight class with a maximum roster entry of sixteen (16). (2017).
· Beginning December 25, 2019, NYSAIS will allow a 2 lb. growth allowance for each weight class and for the NYSAIS tournament. This 2 lb. allowance does not apply to the minimum weight requirements for the weights of 99, 106, 220 and 285. 
· A minimum required weight for all weight classes MUST be met and recorded at the Championship weigh in. 
· A wrestler shall not wrestle in more than one weight class above that class for which the actual w
· Eight, at the time of weigh-in, qualifies the competitor.
· To compete at the 99 lb. class, a wrestler must weigh in excess of 91 lbs. to be eligible. (This only applies to 7th & 8th graders)  
· To compete at the 106 lb. class, a wrestler must weigh in excess of 99 lbs. to be eligible. 
· To compete at the 220 lb. class, a wrestler must weigh in excess of 185 lbs. to be eligible. 
· To compete at the 285 lb. class, a wrestler must weigh in excess of 210 lbs. to be eligible.  
· NYSAIS Wrestling Weight Management Information 
· A wrestler qualifies at a weight class for the NYSAIS Wrestling Championships by making the lowest weight for at least 50% of the weigh-ins prior to the tournament.  
· Growth Allowance Example: A wrestler who is certified at 133 lbs. may wrestle in the 132 lb. weight class only when the growth allowance goes into effect December 25, 2019. 
· An Excel spreadsheet will be made available by the NYSAIS Championship Committee for the purpose of tracking each wrestler’s weigh-in throughout the season.
· Trackwrestling will be used for weight assessments.  www.trackwrestling.com 
· Seed Meeting -Determination of Participants:
· The Tournament Committee will meet with coaches on Thursday, February 6, 2020 – 7:00 p.m. to review all submitted entries and finalize seeds. SITE TO BE DETERMINED
· Coaches must be present at the seed meeting.  However, in the case of an emergency, all pertinent information and up-to-date records must be submitted via email prior to the start of the seed meeting.  
· A coach must be present to dispute their wrestler’s seed.  
· A final scratch meeting will be held after the official weigh-ins are completed and before the start of the tournament to determine the final competitors. Criteria for Seeding Participants:  Wrestlers will be separated and seeded #’s 1-16 based on the NYSAIS points criteria system.   

Criteria for Seeding Participants:
· Wrestlers will be separated and seeded #’s 1-16 based on the NYSAIS points criteria system. If a seeded wrestler does not make weight, then the wrestler is out of the tournament and no substitution will be permitted.
· Note: Substitution In case of injury will be permitted by a wrestler not already entered in another weight class but listed as an alternate on the entry form. However, it cannot be with a seeded wrestler from another weight class.
· All seeds will be rolled if a wrestler does not make weight or is out due to injury or a no-show. Non-seeds will be randomly drawn.
Seeding Criteria (NEW, 2020)
1. Current Head to Head best 2 out of 3 bouts; if tied then last match wrestled will determine higher seed.
2. 1st or 2ndplace at previous years NYSAIS Championship –at same weight class.
3. Previous year Federation or National Prep place winner, 1st–8thwithin two weight classes.
4. 1st or 2ndplace at previous years NYSAIS Championship –Up or Down one weight class.
5. 3rdplace previous years NYSAIS Championship –Same weight class.
6. 1st or 2ndplace at previous years NYDSAIS Championship –Up or Down two weight classes.
7. 3rdplace at previous years NYSAIS Championship –Up or Down one weight class.
8. 3rdplace at previous years NYSAIS Championship -Up or Down two weight classes.
9. Current year tournament finishes 1-3 in an eight person or 1-4 in a sixteen person bracket.
10. Overall record.

If there is a net profit, the NYSAISAA shall be granted the difference to help offset administrative expense. The Post Season Coordinators hall be responsible for the accounting of expenses for all NYSAISAA team championships
Rules: NFHS. 
Dress: School issued uniforms.
Awards: The NYSAISAA Championship team plaque will be presented to the overall champion with individual awards presented to top 4 finishers in each weight class. A Runner-up Plaque will be presented to the second place team finisher.
Conflicts and Resolution/Protests: Any conflicts should be immediately addressed to the championship committee. Any protest during the Championship event must be presented to the championship committee. The protest must be in writing, and the stated rule or procedural objectives must be cited. The championship committee will rule on the protest
Medical Coverage: A Certified Athletic Trainer shall be assigned by t Championship Committee.
Eligibility: Schools must be in full compliance with NYSAIS Regulations and Sports Standards Individuals who meet all athletic standards of the NYSAISAA and have represented their school in six (6) scheduled meets during the 2019-20wrestling season (22consecutive weeks with a season start date of October 28, 2019are eligible for NYSAISAA Wrestling Championship. A team must have competed in six (6) school scheduled contests during the 2019-20wrestlingseason occurring on six (6) different dates. (dual meet, tournament, dual meet tournament) to be eligible for the NYSAISAA Wrestling Championship.
